	Latest weeks have seen exceptional circumstances on the sugar markets, including a deficit in the EU market and world market prices above average EU levels. 

The Commission will update AGRI members on these developments and on measures submitted to the Management Committee on 24 February as a result including the release of 500 000 tonnes of out of quota sugar onto the EU market.

	Further to a request from the EPP group, MEPs will quizz the Commission on the implementation of the EU school fruit scheme put in place in 2009 in order to encourage good eating habits in children and fight against obesity. Members are interested to know if available funds have been used in all Member States, if reported problems in the programme set up have been addressed and if further improvements can be achieved.

	The CAP towards 2020: presentation of draft report by Albert Dess
	Provisional calendar

	Albert Dess (EPP, DE), rapporteur, will present his draft own-initiative report responding the Commission Communication on the CAP towards 2020. 

The draft stresses that a sustainable, productive and competitive agriculture could be a major contribution to the "Europe 2020" strategy, and repeat Parliament calls for the CAP budget to be maintained within the next financial period and for a fairer distribution of farm subsidies across the EU. It discusses several concepts outlined in the Commission Communication, such as "active" and "small" farmers. The rapporteur also questions whether environmental efforts required by the public could not be better implemented through the rural development pillar of the CAP, via national natural resources programmes and catalogues of priority measures.
